Building owners and architects from across 

the country are learning the value of steel 

window restoration.  Instead of replacing a 

100 year old system with a 25-year alumi-

num replacement, building professionals are 

recognizing how they can 

actually save money through 

restoration. 

Historic steel windows were 

designed to last for centuries 

given little to no mainte-

nance.  What appears to be a 

failed window system is actu-

ally a sound system hidden 

under several layers of paint 

and oxidation.  

“Our customers are con-

stantly amazed at how we can 

take a beat up steel window 

and make it look like it is a 

brand-new unit from the win-

dow factory,” said Todd 

Maxwell.  “We have per-

fected the process to reduce 

cost and improve quality to 

the point where our restorations are far below 

the cost of a new steel system.” 

Re-View recognized the value of restoring 

steel windows ten years ago after spending 

almost two decades replacing perfectly sound 

steel window systems.  “We replaced thou-

sands of steel windows with clad wood win-

dows, aluminum windows, and vinyl win-

dows over the years,” said Maxwell.  

“Unfortunately, the re-

placements won’t last a 

fraction of the time as the 

originals.” 

Re-View has restored steel 

windows in markets across 

the United States.  It is very 

economical for the com-

pany to ship complete units 

from the project site to the 

Re-View restoration facil-

ity.  Each unit is marked to 

the corresponding opening 

to guarantee it goes back to 

its original location. 

Re-View goes the extra 

mile in its restoration proc-

ess to prevent problems dec-

ades down the line.  Major 

considerations like using a 

fluoropolymer paint to prevent rust is critical 

to long –term performance.  We have seen 

many paint steel window jobs fail in only a 

couple of years because of neglecting to use 

Re- Vie w  P ionee r s  S t ee l  Window 

Res to ra t ion  Across  t he  Cou n t r y 

Re-View just started the restoration of the 

steel windows in the Jackson County Court-

house project in downtown Kansas City. 

This project involves the complete restora-

tion of  1,087 steel windows originally fabri-

cated by the Browne Window Company in 

1934.  These casement windows are highly 

unique with the sash hinging upon each other 

rather than independently hinging on the 

jambs.  Some people refer to this design as a 

butterfly casement. 

One of the challenging aspects of the project 

for Re-View is to complete this mammoth 

project within ten months while business 

goes on as usual at the courthouse.  Working 

around the busy schedule of judges and 

courtrooms combined with weather chal-

lenges is keeping Re-View on its toes.

 Remove all existing 

paint, glazing, and rust 

 Repair deteriorated 

sections with steel epoxy 

and replicated sections 

 Finish with fluoropoly-

mer paints 

 Use a double seal on 

glazed glass rather than 

rely on glazing putty 

solely for the weather 

seal.
